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Stewardship of the Church of the Nativity 
 
    For the first six months, the Church’s gross income was up 8.2% compared to a year ago 
while expenses increased 8.6% . . . both reflective of a “growing Church”. 
 
     Throughout the efforts of the Finance Committee, expense control is being closely moni-
tored and total expenses for the period represent only 48% of the year’s operating budget. 
 
     Total income exceeded expenses and was approximately 50% greater than last year’s ad-
justed amount. 
 
     During the period, the Church was the beneficiary on an insurance policy of a deceased pa-
rishioner.  These monies are being held in the unrestricted memorial account pending the Ves-
try’s disposition.  This should be a reminder to all of us to remember the Church in your estate 
planning process.

     Often religious words get bandied about and sometimes they are used to define and divide us 
from one another as we choose our own “turf” on the religious landscape.   

 
     Richard Foster has written a 
wonderful book entitled Streams 
of Living Water defining, explain-
ing  and “celebrating” the various 
traditions that make up the Chris-
tian faith.  These include:  The 
Contemplative Tradition (the 
prayer-filled life); The Holiness 
Tradition (the virtuous life); the 
Charismatic Tradition (the Spirit-
empowered life), the Social Jus-
tice Tradition (the compassionate 
life), the Evangelical Tradition 
(the Word-centered life), and The 
Incarnational Tradition (the sacra-
mental life).  Though we may em-
phasize one over the others in our 
own lives, we need them all, for 
the represent ways in which 

Christ has called and empowered His people. 
 
     Foster defines each of these traditions and discusses both how they developed historically 
and who the prominent exponents of each tradition have been and continue to be.  He includes 
short biographies of an historical and a modern person in each tradition, illuminating how that 
belief system is lived out.  He also discusses both the positive and the problematic sides of the 
tradition — what the pitfalls may be when a given tradition is taken to extremes. 
 
     Not only is this an informative book for private reading, but it is also a good book for discus-
sion by a study group of people wanting to broaden their understanding of Christians whose 
way of experiencing and living out Christ they may not understand.  The book was first pub-
lished in 1998, but it is still available in book stores and it is useful as a reference book.
