TREASURER’S REPORT

While income fell during the third quarter because of the summer decreased attendance, ex-
penses exceeded the budget resulting in a loss for the period and is reflective of the fact that

most of the Church’s operating costs are “fixed” in nature and continue on a consistent basis
throughout the year.

Pledge income was below forecast (again, reflective of the drop in attendance) and the Church
was able to reduce some operating costs because of the summer schedule. This resulted in a
loss which was within 7% of the predicted deficit for the period.

Parishioners are encouraged to bring their pledges current during this last quarter so the Church
can end the year on a breakeven basis.

In September, we received substantial additional monies from the estate of a deceased parish-

ioner. These funds have been placed in the “Unrestricted Reserve Account” pending Vestry
disposition.

THE ORIGIN OF THE DAUGHTERS OF THE KING CROSS

This past summer Linda Van got a call about EBAY having posted a cross for sale listed
as the “Kenyon College Crucifix”. Within minutes of the call, six Daughters from around the
country began bidding on this cross. When Linda got the first phone call, she checked EBAY
and saw the picture of what looked to be a very old DOK cross, dated sometime before the turn
of the last century. Linda called me and asked if she should purchase the cross for the Ar-
chives, and | said to purchase it immediately and tell the other Daughters to stop bidding against
each other! The cross first posted for $19; by the time we had stopped bidding against each
other, we paid $129. . . .. but it was worth the price.

Linda began some research with Kenyon College in Ohio, and spoke to their archivist at
the college. She learned that Kenyon College had been named after Lord Kenyon of England
who gave the funds to found the college and build Bexley Hall, the Episcopal Seminary at-
tached to the college. In gratitude for his gift, the college adopted the Kenyon Family Crest as
the shield of the college. .. .the crest has four Greek fleury crosses upon it, and a ribbon at the
bottom with the words: “Magnanimeter Crucem Sustine” written on the ribbon.

What you may not know is that our first National Chaplain, named by Margaret Franklin
in 1889, was the Rev. Ralph Wood Kenyon. Fr. Kenyon encouraged Margaret and our first sis-
ters to design a “badge” for the Order — a cross to be worn daily as our habit. Our cross of
course is a Greek fleury cross, with the words emblazoned on the crossbar:

. These words are loosely translated as

We have some of Rev. Kenyon’s personal papers at the National Office in the Archives
Room. One very special artifact is his official seal, which is a stamp with a cross exactly like
the ones on the Kenyon Family Crest. In the 1880s it was the custom for gentlemen to imprint
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THE ORIGIN OF THE DAUGHTERS OF THE KING CROSS

What can easily be deducted from this research is that Margaret and Fr. Kenyon worked
together to design our cross. They looked at the Kenyon family Crest, and decided to put the
now familiar words — Magnanimeter Crucem Sustine — on the crossbar of our Greek fleury
Cross.

How marvelous of the Lord to Use EBAY to show us the way to discover the true origin
of our DOK cross. And how simply astounding that the origin of our cross is Anglican!

Let us Praise God for this marvelous revelation!
