
Rector’s Reflections: 
Updates and Happenings… 
 
I thought I would use my space this month to update you and 
bring you up to speed on things that have happened 
recently…in the parish, in the diocese and in the national 
church. 
 
In the parish: 
 
I can’t say enough about how blessed we are as a parish.  I 
mentioned in church a couple of Sundays ago that people are 
noticing us in the community…and they really are.  I drove 
through the bank the other day and the teller called out to 
me. “Reverend Mann, when did you change the name of 
your church?”  After agreeing that we were talking about the 
right church, I explained that our name has never changed.  
She thought we were Church of the Redeemer.  But what she 
noticed is our new sign…and, the messages on it.  She just 
wanted to let me know that she noticed. 
 
We are blessed in other ways as well.  As you know we as a 
parish are taking an active role in Gifts from God Ministry.  
Every fourth week we take our turn with others to serve the 
homeless a meal and, if lead to, just talk and let them know 
we care.  I can tell you what a sight it was to see 
approximately 14 or so of our youth all lined up behind the 
table and serving the down-trodden of our society.  (I’m just 
sorry I forgot the camera).  In addition, three of our adult 
chaperones were nurses or physician’s assistant.  All three 
have signed up to help the medical team which is also on site 
during our weekly rotation. 
 
We are still looking into a youth minister for this parish.  I 
have been trying to carry this ministry on in the interim but it 
really does need someone who is younger, trained and gifted 
in this calling.  We have accumulated enough funding from 
individual sources to call a part-time person.  But it really 
requires someone full-time to make it happen.  Our current 
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commitments are for three years…offering time for the ministry to 
grow.  We are praying for an additional $20,000 per year for 3 years 
to make this happen. 
 
 
 

 
 
 

In the diocese: 
 
As you know we recently had our diocesan convention.  It was Bishop 
Smith’s first convention as bishop and he did a great job in keeping it 
going and overseeing the business.  There were four resolutions that 
came to the floor.  Of the four…one passed, two failed, and one 
referred to Council.  The one that passed was to submit the name of 
the Rev. John Edwin Culmer, a 19th century priest of the diocese to be 
included in the book of Lesser Feasts and Fasts…recognizing him for 
the work he accomplished as an African American priest.  One 
resolution was offered to set up a special college fund for children of 
lower paid priests in the diocese. It was referred to Diocesan Council 
for further study.  Another resolution offered to select church wardens 
from the parish members outside the vestry also failed.  This was 
offered in response to some churches that are very seasonal and many 
times the wardens are as well, creating issues with service in times of 
need.   The argument against centered on vestry voting, elected 
persons to the vestry, etc.   The vote was 155 against –  105 for. 
 
The final resolution centered on the diverting of funds that would go 
to the national church.  Over the past 5 years this diocese has 
permitted those parishes and individuals who wish to divert the 
amount of their pledge that would normally go to the national church. 
(about one cent on every dollar) to be diverted to missions in the 
Dominican Republic and Haiti.  This has been a matter of conscience 
on the part of the individual.  Last year the resolution did not make it 
through the process in time to be presented for a vote.  It was 
determined then that the bishop had the authority to grant this 
permission anyway.  So, last year the bishop, through Diocesan 
Council, permitted the continuance of this practice.  It was argued that 
if it did not require a vote last year for the bishop to grant this 
request…why do we need a resolution this year?   Therefore the 
resolution failed by 25 votes.  I, as well as several other concerned 
clergy, spoke to the bishop following business and we have been 
granted permission to continue this practice.  In other words those 
who wish to have the portion of your giving that would normally go 
to the national church may continue to have those funds diverted to 
missions in the Dominican Republic and Haiti at your request.

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 Elly and I were reflecting the other day about all the efforts, great and small, seen and unseen, 
that go into making Nativity the great church it is.

To thank you each by 
name would involve reproducing almost the entire directory! So I’m going to have to thank people by 
categories, for the most part, naming only a few.  And although we owe enormous gratitude to our won-
derful staff, I’m focusing in this article on the volunteers. 
 In the area of pastoral care, we are indebted to all the people who pitch in to help with coffee 
hours and fellowship meals. Did you know there is a woman who comes early every Sunday to put the 
coffee on? How impoverished we would be as a parish without the opportunity for agape fellowship 
that the coffee hours and the various shared meals afford. Thanks to all of you who set tables, serve, 
make food, and, not least, clean up. And a special thanks to Irene Wernick who coordinates all the hos-
pitality. 
 We have a ministry called “Care Connection” composed of people on whom we can call  to 
transport others to doctors’ appointments, to offer a ride to church functions, or to provide a meal to 
someone who needs it. Thanks to all of you who step up to the plate and meet these needs. Meanwhile, 
Lay Eucharistic Visitors, scheduled by Nicki Vance,  go forth every Sunday taking communion and 
companionship to people who cannot get to church.  We also have people looking out for our health!  
Take advantage of the twice-a-month opportunity for a blood pressure check by Sally Sloman and Lora 
Salt in coffee hour.  And, thank you, Sally, for arranging for the Life Scan tests and flu shots at Nativ-
ity.  We can use more volunteers in all of these services. 
 There are several groups of people who are organized to carry the prayer needs of the parish: 
the Daughters of the King, under the leadership of Nancy Hurley the crisis prayer chain, and the prayer 
ministers at the various services. Anyone who wants to take part in the prayer ministry is welcome.  We 
are also grateful for you who pray quietly, apart from these organized efforts. We can never have too 
much prayer. A special thanks to June Hanley who has been coordinating our efforts.  The Daughters of 
the King give blessed prayer afghans to those in poor health !  Many crocheted by Gabrielle Piekunka. 
 Did you know that there is a group of men  headed by Dick Berg who gather each week to help 
Dick Wernick  with cleaning chores? They even do windows! Line up, men, and join the fun. (This is 
an equal opportunity job, so women can help out too.) Bruce Simington, our junior warden, oversees 
the needs of our facility, and he is responsible for the great new sign out front. Then there are those who 
work in the garden. Special thanks go to Barbara Barden who, besides having the requisite green thumb, 
has the gift of inventing new configurations with recycled plants! But most of all our gratitude goes to 
Dick Wernick who, week in and week out, even in unbearably hot weather, keeps the grounds, and the 
church itself, looking beautiful. Dick is responsible for the beauty of our Memorial Garden. 
 On another note, we all are blessed by the choir, led by Karla Porter, and the praise team, led by 
Debbie Mann. Thanks to all of you for the hours spent in rehearsal as well as performance. There are 
many of you who take part in the services: reading, ushering, greeting, acolyting, running the overhead 
projector. For the monumental task of putting together the jigsaw puzzle of who does what, when, in the 
service, we owe thanks to Nicki Coffaro and Annette Wilson. Meanwhile, behind the scenes, the altar 
guild, under the direction of Marcia Simingtron, covers every service,  setting up the altar, polishing 
silver, washing, ironing and changing the linens. We may not know who they are and we don’t always 
notice what they do, but we would definitely notice it if they didn’t do their job! This group, too, could 
use more helping hands.  You may have noticed the banners which have been hung on the sanctuary 
walls during the last year.  They are designed and sewn by women of the church including June Hanley, 
Marcia Simington and Shirley Miska. 
 Many people serve as leaders of Bible studies, coordinators of the men’s group, and leaders for 
Alpha. These small groups provide opportunities for us to know God and one another more intimately, 
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And they are always open to anyone who desires to come. 
 Check out our website and you will see the handwork of Jon Wunderlich, Jo Davidsmeyer and 
James Martin.  Jon records every sermon so that if you missed church, you can still hear the sermon.  
These days the website is often the first place that a newcomer searching for a church comes in contact 
with Nativity. 
 Marilyn Davis has wonderfully kept up with the newcomers through coffees and the ministry of 
taking bread to people who come to visit.  I wonder how many of you are here with us today at least 
partly because of her efforts?  Helping her is a team of bread makers and people who deliver bread. 
 A whole group of people reach beyond our doors through ECW projects such as Adopt A Fam-
ily, and filling shoe boxes for children around the world for Samaritan’s Purse. The ECW, through the 
efforts of Phyllis Gipson, offers an opportunity to be and to have a ‘secret angel’, and also sponsors fel-
lowship through Winners Dinners and the Singles Group. In a category all their own are the people who 
care deeply enough about Haiti to roll bandages and sew clothes for children of that nation. 
 Volunteers also go out into the community in Nativity’s name with hammer in hand to Habitat 
for Humanity and with food in hand to Gifts From God Ministries. Thanks to all who volunteer in these 
ministries and to Jim Sheffer, Bob Hines, Jon Wunderlich and the outreach committee members who 
identify and coordinate our outreach. 
 And what about those who volunteer with the children and youth of the parish - from Sunday 
School teachers, to Jeannine  Martin who coordinates the Sunday School, to Theresa Wunderlich who 
ministers to young children while their parents attend church, to Janet DuBois and those who help to 
put on the monthly Holy Grounds Coffee House, to the youth themselves who play in the praise band, 
serve as Lay Ministers and help out in various tasks when asked?  
 Then there are the people who help Elly out in the office, Annette Wilson who edits “Tidings”, 
and the people who keep our library up and running. 
 Have I mentioned Raymond Kow, our senior warden, or Bob Hines, our treasurer (and Dick 
Gerhart our past treasurer for many years), or Rich Cooper, our current church growth chairman ?  Did 
you know that we have a Finance Committee which meets every month to try to keep our spending on 
track? 
 I don’t want to forget our “snowbirds”. So many of you contribute an enormous amount of help 
and energy while you are here. You forget that you are ‘on vacation’ and you plunge right in to get in-
volved. I wonder if you know how much we appreciate you and look forward to the time when you re-
turn to us each year and the friendships you bring? 
 Thank you to all who contribute your money to the church. There would not be a church at all 
without your financial support. And thank you to all who come to worship God at Nativity. It’s all 
about worshiping Him, listening to Him, and learning to love and serve Him and one another. It would-
n’t be the same without you. 
 I shudder, knowing that I have overlooked some of you; I’m counting on your forgiveness. 
Know that your reward for doing things “in secret” increases with my forgetfulness (Matthew 6:1)  Per-
haps as you have read this God has brought to mind someone you  would like to thank. Why not grab an 
encouragement postcard in the narthex and write a note?

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Adopt-a-Family and Nursing Home Gifts 
 

Hello, members of Nativity.  Christmas is approaching.  We hope again this 
year that you will be able to help make the holidays a more cheerful time for 
Manatee and Sarasota Adopt-a-Families and Nursing Home Residents.  The 
families and residents are very appreciative of your kindnesses. 
 
This year we will again place easels with Christmas trees in the Narthex.  The 
trees will be decorated with ornaments - each including the name of a recipient 
and a gift suggestion.  Watch for the Christmas trees on display in the Narthex 

during the latter half of November.  You pick ornaments off the trees and purchase the items.  You re-
turn your gifts (unwrapped and with their respective ornaments attached) to the parish hall. 
 
A few of the ornaments for nursing home residents will not be specific.  They will say either “shoebox 
for man” or “shoebox for woman”.  Just like for Operation Christmas Child, you fill these shoeboxes 
with small things.  All items should be new.  Here is a list of possibilities:  greeting cards, stamps, sham-
poo, body wash, body powder, skin lotion, shower gel, cologne, game, book (large print if possible), 
slippers (non-slip), brush, comb, mirror, calendar, socks, nail clippers, polish, nail file, magazine, pocket 
tissues, flashlight, and small purse.  Many of the nursing home residents have restrictions on what they 
are permitted to eat, so it is best not to include food.  You may return these shoeboxes to the parish hall 
unwrapped. 
 
We will have a gift wrap party on Tuesday, December 4th at 7:00 p.m. in the parish hall.  Please come 
and join the fun of making these presents look festive and pretty.  It always amazes us how fast the 
wrapping goes with many volunteers helping.  We will then end the evening with refreshments.

HEALTH NOTES 
 Why is Blood Pressure a key to Diabetes? 
 
 High blood pressure (HBP) is common in people with type 2 diabetes.  That’s because 
diabetes (high blood sugar) damages the blood vessels, due to plaque buildup on the arteries.  
This reduces blood supply, raises blood pressure, and forces your heart to work harder.  The 
combination of HBP and diabetes doubles your risk for hear attack stroke, congestive heart fail-
ure and kidney disease.  The American Diabetes Association defines high blood pressure in 
people with diabetes or kidney disease as 130/80 or higher.  For the general public, HBP starts 
at 140/90.  (The AMA has lowered those who have risk factors to 12/80.)  Even modest reduc-
tions in blood sugar and blood pressure can be helpful.  Healthy choices such as weight control, 
good nutrition, exercise, and smoking cessation make all the difference in controlling both dia-
betes and HBP.  We have regular blood pressure checks on a regular basis between services.  
Check the notices in the bulletins.

 There are, of course, lots of Canadian coins, including two $2.00 pieces and four $1.00 pieces; 
nine quarters = $2.25 and smaller coins totaling 70 cents. 
 Now, that’s not including all the pennies which amount to $2.06 at the present time.  That’s just 
over $8.00!  Wow! 
 The interesting thing is that Queen Elizabeth is always on one side of Canadian coins, but there 
can be some unusual items shown on the reverse side - a gull-like bird on some. 
 Speaking of the Queen, her likeness is also on a 10 cent piece from the Cayman Islands; a 5 cent 
silver from the Bahamas with a pineapple on the other side, and four coppers from there with what looks 
like a star fish on the reverse side; and, for a smile, there are two pennies from Bermuda which display a 
pig with a curly tail on the back side. 
 I’ll tell you about the rest of the coins in a future Tidings.  Meanwhile, I’m looking for someone 
from Canada to “buy” these coins from me since our dollars are equal now, but the banks won’t take 
them.  Any volunteers?  I’ll take $8.00 for the lot! 
 Keep putting those pennies (coins) in the red basket on the table in the hall across from the 
kitchen.  Kids are counting on us for their reading supplies!

In the National Church: 
 
There has been a lot of spin in the various news blogs and other places regarding the September 30 deadline given 
to The Episcopal Church United States (TEC).  The primates (38 Archbishops) of the worldwide church had asked 
the House of Bishops in this country to respond about their adherence to a communiqué to put a cease to the bless-
ing of same sex unions and ordination of individuals living in a non-celibate relationship with a person of the same 
gender.  Initially the church through General Convention responded to the Windsor Report (a report out of a com-
munion study that called for a cease as well) issued two years ago that TEC would “practice restraint” in this area.  
To the primates this did not satisfy the requests…thus the communiqué that came out early this year.   In effect the 
majority of the House of Bishops have reiterated the direction of the General Convention…they will practice re-
straint and will not authorize “public” rites to such events.   Many of the of the primates have shown their displeas-
ure in the outcome but they have yet to make a collective response to the report.   We will have to see what that 
response will be.  Why is this important...because we are a communion, and what a part of the body does affects 
the entire body. 
 
To some this all may seem confusing but I want to make some things very clear.  One, this diocese is a Windsor 
diocese.  That is we voted 2-1 in diocesan convention to support and follow the Windsor Report as requested by 
the majority of the communion.  Therefore the primates would recognize this diocese as a Windsor compliant dio-
cese.  Two…our bishop is a Windsor bishop.  He has voted no on the issues through General Convention before he 
was bishop.  He has publicly stated in large sessions and small ones that he will not authorize the blessing of same 
sex unions publicly or privately…nor the ordination of the same.   As your rector I will reiterate that I too support 
the Windsor Report.  I stand on Scripture as the timeless Word of God.  I will not cross the line of God’s Word at 
the call of culture.   At the same time I will turn no one away from the doors of the church…God’s healing and 
wholeness is for all men and women who call upon His name.  That is what the church is about. 
 
I really don’t know how the primates will handle the church as a whole nor do I know what the future holds.  But I 
do know that the ministry of this parish and the call God has placed on this parish must continue.  He will get us 
through this.  He is much bigger than all this.  Our mission as a parish has not changed.  We need to keep praying 
for the church, our diocese, and our bishop.  I too need your prayers as well, as we continue on this journey to-
gether.  God is doing great things through those who call on His name and following His leading.  I will be glad to 
discuss any of this with you as individuals or groups as we continue on. 
 
I want to thank each of you for your continued support and the time you put into this ministry. 
 
May God richly bless and keep you all, 
Fr.
